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A one-day workshop was conducted by the Regional Directorate of Central Board for
Workers Education, Ghaziabad on 28" March, 2008 with the participation of Journalists/ Non-
Journalist/Other Newspaper Employees. The following views emerged during the workshop:
Almost all the participants stated that their organizations have not implemented  the
recommendations of the fifth (Manisana) ‘Wage Boards.

The participants were unaware of the Notice dated 16.11.2007 published in newspapers
dated 24.11.2007 all over the country.

All the participants welcomed the increase in wages and interim relief.

The participants mentioned that the financial position of the newspaper organizations in
which they work was quite good.

The participants favoured amendments to the Working Journalists and Other Newspaper
Employees (Conditions of Service) and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1955 to ensure proper
working hours, enhanced amount of gratuity and job security, pension as well as accidental
insurance.

The participants mentioned that the financial health of the newspaper establishments was
good, presently it is sound.

The financial condition of the newspaper is expected to improve in future.

The participants were of the opinion that newspapers would face tough competition,
because with the passage of time and the public will expect more and more quality news. i

The views of the participants on HRD aspects like improvement in skills and duties were
more positive.
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
