Sir,

We are publishers of daily evening newspaper of Jamnagar City of Gujarat
State. We have received a notice regarding fixation or revision of rates of
wages of working journalists and non-journalist newspaper employees in this
connection we have to inform you that while fixing rates of wages following
points should be considered —

1) Rate of wages of working journalists and non-journalist newspaper
employees should be fixed considering following situation —

(i)  Size of Newspaper Establishment

(i) City from where Newspaper is published ie. whether
newspaper is published from a Metro City, Mega City, Small
City, Town etc.

(iii)  Circulation of newspaper.

(iv)  Quantum of Advertisement printed in newspaper.

2) Rate of wages of working journalists and non-journalist newspaper
employees should be fixed considering how much Newspaper
Establishment is getting advertisement from Central Government and
State Governments because there is huge difference of rate of
advertisement between Central & State Government.
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Due to large number of local cable networks and large number of
satellite channels including so many news channels now a days
newspaper establishments are not getting so much advertisements.

Currently newspaper establishments are giving wages to working
journalists and non-journalist newspaper employees fixed by Manisha
Wage Board and if rate of wages will increase the newspaper
establishments shall cant bear more.

Currently rate of wages fixed by Manisha Wage Board for working |
journalists and non-journalist newspaper are less than employees of

Delhi base Central Government employees but it is quite more than

minimum wages fixed under the Minimum Wages Act for non-

government  establishments and  private  sector  industrial

establishments.

Further, in spite of short working hours of 4 to 6 hours a day, working
journalists and non-journalist newspaper employses are getting full
wages, which should also be considered.
