Rs. 15 crore.

10. That the turnover is on the increase.

11. That it is still far ahead of such giants as ABP. Bartaman etc. in
North Bengal, according o the repeated claims in display by the owner quoting
ABC, NRS survey reports.

12. That we shall make a tentative statement about the annual turnover
of the newspaper depending on the tenable reports and calculating the space
covered on an average daily by advertisements in the elaborate submis
and while attending the hearing.

Interim Relief Sought
13. That we reel under the terrible condition of inflation and price spiral.
14. That our real income has fallen in the reality of the Indian Economy.

15. That under the circumstances we demand an announcement of
INTERIM RELIEF to the tune of 60% percent of the basic pay immediately.
